Good morning Greg and Rachel,

I appreciate the work that you and the Working Group as a whole are doing to revise the IALG. Thank you for the opportunity to provide suggestions and comments.

After consulting with my staff, we offer the following for your consideration as a restructured presentation of the definition of “Designated Home State”:

“Designated Home State” means a qualifying state or territory of the United States that:
(1)  issues independent adjuster licenses;
(2)  requires its resident independent adjusters to (a) pass a license examination to meet the knowledge qualification, (b) undergo a national criminal background check to meet the fitness and character qualification, and (c) complete continuing education as required in this Guideline to ensure continued compliance; and
(3)  will permit its designation as the home state of a nonresident who resides in a state that does not license independent adjusters, if that nonresident meets the same application requirements that its residents must meet.
